I would like to start off by thanking all of the Willowgrove and University Heights residents that came out to

our recent meeting (Nov.25 ™) with both school board and government representatives. It was great to see so
many of you there to show your support and to help push this project forward. | believe that our need for a
school in the Willowgrove neighbourhood, sooner rather than late  r, was made abundantly clear.

Representatives from Saskatoon Public Schools, The Greater Saskatoon Catholic Schools, and City of
Saskatoon continued to be supportive and have expressed their common desire to move the school project to
the next phase as soon as possible.

Unfortunately, there has been little to no progress on this project since that meeting. Suggestions had been
brought forth at that time to try and find ways to expedite the pre -construction phases and to even move
forward with funds t hat are currently held in trust by the City of Saskatoon. However, in a letter received on
Dec 22", from the Office of the Honourable Ken Krawetz, Deputy Premier and Minister of Education, it
appears that the Provincial Government will not consider allo  wing any alternative action.

The provincial government appears to be the authority in charge and has the ability to override the concerns
and wishes of the School boards, the City of Saskatoon or us the residents of th is community. The Minister
went on to state that othe ministry wil!/ not approve f{

As was first suggested to us over a year ago, the March release of the Provincial Government budget should

identif y all of the capital projects that the government intends to fund over the next 12 months. When this

did not happen back in March of 2009, we have essentially seen all progress grind to a halt. If we should see a
repeat of this with the March 2010 bud  get, and fail see any financial commitment to the Willowgrove Joint -Use
School project by the provincial government, we will most likely be forced to wait yet another year before

construction could begin.

I would strongly encourage all residents to contin  ue to show your support for this project by writing/calling our
provincial government representatives.
